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SHFEfE A/ Course Introduction

The Construction Design Management (CDM) regulations were introduced in the United Kingdom on 31st
March 1995 in compliance with European Directives. The objectives of this regulation are to improve
construction safety by enhancing co-ordination and communication among project parties throughout all
stages of the construction project.

In Singapore, the Design for Safety Regulations has been enforced from 1 Aug 2016 and requires developers,
designers and contractors to work together to address the risk at source and plan for the construction work.

In Hong Kong, the Development Bureau had taken the lead to implement the model under UK's (Design and
Management) Regulations (CDM Regulations) in public works in 2006. The result of the survey indicates
that many stakeholders in the industry struggled with the CDM Guidance Notes' systematic approach and
concepts.
